I command you, you shall be careful

to do. You shall not add to it or take
from it.” (ESV)



Ecclesiastes 3:14 "I perceived that
whatever God does endures forever;
nothing can be added to it, nor anything
taken from it. God has done it, so that
people fear before him.” (ESV)

Proverbs 30:5—6 “Every word of God
proves true; he is a shield to those who
take refuge in him. [6] Do not add to his

words, lest he rebuke you and you be
found a liar.” (ESV)

[8] But even if we
or an angel from heaven should preach to you
a gospel contrary to the one we preached to
you, let him be accursed. [9] As we have said
before, so now I say again: If anyone is
preaching to you a gospel contrary to the one
you received, let him be accursed.” (ESV)

plagues described in this book, [19]
and 1f anyone takes away from the
words of the book of this prophecy,
God will take away his share in the
tree of life and 1n the holy city, which
